Abstract

The goal of the project was to establish an international women’s choir that would provide a
chance for women from a wide range of backgrounds to come together to participate in
community arts. After several months of advertising we have found a choir master and began
rehearsals in mid-October. As the choir was growing and the good news spreading, a piano
player joined our forces.

We believe that the project has already, in this short time, managed to help women, who are
often lonely and isolated, to build up friendships and to feel more free to seek information.
Moreover, thanks to the “all are welcome policy” and the choir being free of charge, women who
otherwise would probably hesitate, decided to participate in the choir.

Over 20 women, some of them never active in any civic project before, are currently registered
as members of a choir. The atmosphere in the choir is very relaxed and during coffee breaks the
discussions are endless. Everyone seems to be very happy to be a part of growing the choir. And
that is exactly our plan — to continue and bring joy to the members of the choir and to the future
audience.
