Project description: The aim of the study was to investigate how first generation migrant
families experience their daily lives, interactions in community and with the service system
which supports families with disabled children. The study was qualitative and involved semi-
structured interviews and participant observations with 12 families from countries of origin in
South- and Easters Europe, Asia, Central America and Africa. The families had lived in Iceland
from 18 months to 20 years, had alltogether 16 children and lived in the capital area of
Reykjavik and a municipality in the country side. Parents experiences were diverse and
changeable but many of the families experienced difficulties such as having limited resources in
the form of informal support. Even though in comparison, parents experienced their lives in



Iceland as better than in country of origin, they did experience challenges in their everyday
lives. Insecure housing, employment and income issues shaped the lives of many families.
Icelandic language skills, income security, housing and access to appropriate support influenced
how families fared in the new country. It may be important for services to consider interactions
and access of families to information in the service system and to approach support to families
from a multicultural competence approach.
