Project Title: The development of Mothers' teenage work in an international context

Name of Grantee: M6durmal organization for bilingualism

Abstract: The purpose of this project was to create a platform for young people to communicate,
connect with other youths beyond their own group and help them to break their isolation. The
intention was to integrate the teenagers in a multicultural group, enhance the participants' self
confidence and improve their cultural skills.

Two vyouth groups working under the M&durmal association, the Spanish (Hola - Félag
speenskumaelandi & islandi) and the Lithuanian (Félag Lithda & islandi), regularly organized events in
the winter of 2018 to 2019, of which four were in common for both groups. The events were both
informal, with an emphasis on socializing, and formal, with some instruction. The groups baked pizza
together, went to picnics and outdoors, created some music, learned hip-hop dancing, went bowling,
etc. As formal events, the groups participated in a guided visit to the University of Iceland, to encourage
them for further studies and participated on a psychology workshop to learn how to deal with their
emotions. The four common events of the groups were halloween party with karaoke, ice-skating,
excursion up to Reynisvatn with a barbecue and finally there were Bubble-bolti, games and grill at
Klambratun. All the events offered food and drink. The outcome of the project was very positive for
the participants. They have made new friends and acquaintances, have learned to be in a multicultural
group, share their feelings and understand each other. With this project we have improved social and
language skills of the participants in a fun and creative way and we have promoted co-operation on
joint ventures between the participants groups. It serves as a pilot project for future developments of
youth groups in the other Médurmal language groups. The spanish and lithuanian groups intend to
meet twice a month, and every three months a large multicultural event will be organized where other
youth groups within Médurmal will be invited.
