Project description: Immigrant workers are more likely to be exploited than their Icelandic
counterparts. The also often do not have access to information and consultation in their
mother language. This is true for both wage employees and contractors, but contractors are
particularly vulnerable. Contract workers are in greater danger of wage theft and violations of
their rights, as they do not have a union to support them. For these reasons, we held eight
“Worker’s cafés” where workers could drop in and discuss their workplace concerns. In this
café we prepared and provided advice in several language for strategies for pursuing one’s
rights in the workplace, and gave workers an opportunity to connect and organize with other
workers who work in the same industry and/or experience similar issues.
